Note: In order to be a member of the Perkette Dance Team you must live in the dorm or in a 20 
mile radius from the school both fall and spring semesters. 

What to bring: 

 applications are due upon registration 

 a current photo (studio or snapshot taken within the past year) 
 proof of insurance (copy of insurance card, front and back) 

 current student ID  

What to wear: 

Throughout each day of audition workshop and audition, applicants are required 
to wear a black sports bra with plain white tank over, black dance pants (no 
shorts/capris), and dance shoes. Each day, performance makeup should be worn 

and hair should be securely pulled back off the face.  No jewelry, including 
watches or belly rings is allowed. NOTE: Only jazz/soft-soled shoes are 

allowed in dance studio. 
 

How to prepare:  
Some suggested technical skills to prepare for tryouts are: 
      Pirouette turns (double/triple) 

      Fouette turns 
      Grand Jetes including switch leaps and straddle jumps 

           Toe Touch (tilted) 
          Battement Front and Side 
          Arabesque 

 

Note:  It will be required that many of these skills, in addition to others, be demonstrated on the 

right and left sides.
